Beware of 'GOP' Sounding Endorsements Johnston Warns  "The extremist groups, those that have Republican sounding names, are blasting me and it is my belief this is a sure sign of the weakness and lack of experience my opponent has and how desperate they are to elect another Stan Inman/Brent Rinehart clone to county office they can control with their anti-government agenda," explained District 2 County Commissioner Candidate
J. D. Johnston who has been endorsed by the respected Fraternal Order of
Police and other respected county leaders.


"There are some in both parties who are admitted libertarians that oppose all government. Inman/Rinehart earned the endorsement of these groups because of their extremist, out-of-the-mainstream, Republican-sounding ideas that pander to the lowest common denominator," Johnston said.


"These groups have accomplished a couple of things. In many instances they provide voters who may not know the candidates a good idea of who NOT to vote for. It is my hope the same organization that supported and endorsed Inman/Rinehart--- a disaster for Oklahoma County's reputation----will have the same result at the polls on Tuesday, August 26th," Johnston said.


"Inman/Rinehart disgraced their elected offices by using taxpayers' money to buy a vibrating office chair valued at $3,000, voted together to kill the accountability of the Budget Board, voted together to spend approximately $500,000 to build a 'Bridge to Nowhere' for a rich campaign contributor and created a comic book that made Rinehart the laughing stock of our country in the media---and embarrassed all Oklahomans," Johnston said.


"There are big issues facing the next county commissioner. My experience in law enforcement, as a businessman and creator of jobs, and as an elected mayor provide me with the experience needed to address these issues. My opponent may have an endorsement of a 'Republican sounding group' but he has a lack of experience. We need an experienced leader, not an unproven former county worker who, much like a ghost, has left no footprints of leadership anywhere he has worked in political-based jobs," Johnston said.
